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Websites with Riches for Projects

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Overview

Building projects is an established, wonderful way for students to learn.  Technology has evolved to put tremendous tools in student hands.  The premise of the Schoolhouse Video Project is that if students are supplied with the basic building blocks of a project first (i.e., graphics, music, sound, video clips, etc.) then they will use technology applications (iMovie, Pinnacle, PowerPoint, VideoBlender) to build engaging works.  They will learn the technology as they learn the subject material. The “scaffolding” supplied by the materials provided makes this possible.  As they master the technology, they will progress from building projects with supplied materials to project where they find their own resources---an strategy that results in truly authentic assessment as measured by the projects produced.  

The “Kits”

The first building block is assembling resources to put in the kits.  The kits supply the scaffolding for project-based learning.  The websites below have abundant resources.  Downloading these materials, organizing them into units, and documenting the sources, is the first step in the Schoolhouse Video project based learning model.
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There are so many resources on the web that they are difficult to navigate.  The websites below can be bewildering at times, so guides to some of the deeper sites are attached in this handout.   Hopefully, they will make resource gathering easier and more fun!  Note: If you are looking at a printout of this page, go to schoolhousevideo.org or halldavidson.net and download the Word document.  Then the links will be active!

If you are working in a workshop, this document should already by on your computer.

Organization

First, create the folders on your desktop into which you will be building your resources. Before you finish, be sure you have burned, copied, e-mailed, or otherwise moved off your images so that your kit may be incorporated on the Schoolhouse Video website.  

Finding Resources

Use the links below or the web search tips in your notebook to find resources for building your student/teacher kits.  Click on a link and you will be taken directly to the site.

How to Download Resources

You will be finding and downloading photographs, graphics, music files, sounds, and video files.   When you find a resource, e.g., a video file, control-click on a Mac (right-click on a PC).  You will get a drop down menu.  Select Download link to disk for music and video or Download Image to disk for photographs and graphics.  Be sure to navigate to the right folder on your computer.  

Document the Resource

Immediately after you download the resource, copy the file name (highlight, then apple-C or ctrl-C).  Past in the file name on the Resource Management document in your folder).  Then copy and paste the web address (URL).  If you can paste a thumbnail of the photographic or video great!  Give the name of the website if it has one (Toaster Museum). Otherwise, the url will suffice.

Good hunting!  Teachers and students across the country will benefit from your efforts!
